- transparant surfaces
- fabric
- different textures (rough, smooth, regular, irregular for example)
> when praojecting think of scale:
you can praoject really large praojections, but you can also prgject
tiny, miniature projections
> when praojecting think of different praojection shapes:
- a projection does not have to be rectangular,
you can use masks in front of the lens to create pragjections in any shape.
